This is actually
expected and so in some sense is not a bad thing. We are able to talk, play
games and even take walks around the hospital. Hopefully, by the time you
read this she will have started on the upswing. Per the original timeline she is
expecting to be released from the hospital sometime during the first half of
September, four to six weeks after entering.
